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Abstract


In the search for a good serving test in volleyball as part of the summative evaluation in the course PE2 at the University of the Philippines in the Visayas Tacloban College, the researcher ahs come up with a test that is to the best of his knowledge fair in terms of the components of serving in  Volleyball. In the test, the researcher has identified three components of a good serve, first is the kind of serve, which  refers to whether the serve as done underhand, overhand or spike serve. Second is the net clearance,which refers to the height of the ball from the net at the time it crosses the net going into the opposite side of the court. And the third is the area where the ball lands. 


Two tests were conducted namely the Self Made Serving Skill Test in Volleyball and the AAPHERD Volleyball Serving Skill Test. Both tests were administered to all the students who were enrolled in PE2A Volleyball at the University of the Philippines in the Visayas Tacloban College. The scores of only 42 subjects were considered and subjected to Pearson Product Moment of Correlation to determine if the Self Made Serving Skill Test in Volleyball was a valid and a reliable test.


The results generated an r = 0.81 which is very high correlation. When the result was split to determine the reliability, r =.48 showed moderate correlation. However, using Miller's (1998) suggestion of applying Spearman-Brown Formula the reliability was raised to 0.65 which means that the Self Made Serving Skill Test in Volleyball is a reliable test.


With these results, this test could now be aptly called the Tiston Volleyball Serving Skill Test. It is highly recommended that this could be a very valid test that could be used to assess students' service skill in Volleyball in Philippine schools with a manual for teachers to be published and disseminated nationwide.
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
