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Abstract

    
This study aimed to create three (3) dances which were derived from the customs, beliefs, and practices of the Tausug and transform them into creative dances in which traditional dance movements and stylized dance sequence and techniques were used as media in the creative process. Choreographic design and movement patterns used in the creative dance were based on the interview  of sixty (60) Tausug of different background.  Findings of the study revealed that : the Tausug culture is so unique and distinct from the rest of their Muslim brothers elsewhere; the Tausug practice the traditional ways of life inherited from foreparents; the Tausug do not practice the Christian way of courtship; the Tausug do not want their wedding ceremony, a man having four (4) wives, and some marital problems be choreographed into creative dances; and the Tausug prefer to have a traditional style in choice of movement design in the composition of the creative dance. 
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
