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Abstract


The purpose of this study was to collect and analyze various English terms for the each of  20 selected Judo techniques originally expressed in the Japanese language and to determine English terms that would closely describe these techniques. English terms for selected Judo techniques were collected from 33 different books written in English. The researcher found that a Judo technique was referred to in more than (10) different ways.  A questionnaire was conducted to identify the English terms used for each of the 20 Judo techniques by 54 former male members of the Japan Overseas Cooperation Volunteers (J.O.C.V.) who were assigned as Judo instructors in English speaking countries. Only 12 questionnaires were answered and returned to the researcher. The Japanese instructors used different English terms for a Judo technique.  The researcher, analyzed and described in English each of the selected Judo Technique and suggested an English term for each.  In an attempt to determine whether or not his suggested English term for each of the 20 Judo techniques are acceptable, the researcher administered a questionnaire to 31 members of University of the Philippines Judo Club in 1984.   Prior to answering the questions, the researcher demonstrated each of the Judo technique for 3 times. 


From the data gathered, the conclusions of the study are as follows: 1. Different English Judo books describe Judo techniques differently; 2. There are many different English terms for one Judo technique; 3. Japanese Judo instructors who teach Judo in English use different English terms for on Judo technique; 4. University of the Philippines Judo Club members who learned Judo in English use different English terms for on Judo technique; and 5. There is no standard English nomenclature for Judo techniques. 


The researcher recommends that a similar study be made which would describe in English all Judo techniques not included in the study and which would suggest an English term for each. 
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
