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Abstract


The study will investigate the possible existence of homophobia in the UP Varsity Teams. This study will determine the origins of this fear, if any. Two male and two female currently enrolled UP Varsity members with at least 3 years of membership.  Key informants belong to different sports. Firsthand data gathering such as the Focused Group Discussions (FGD) and interviews were used to elicit presence of homophobia in the UP Varsity Teams and traced the root case of the fear. Interviews were transcribed and analyzed. Collection of relevant  information through the secondary data gathering was also used. Results showed that existence of homophobia is present. The most common and greatest fear is sexual harassment. The root cause of the fear was negative experiences in the past. In conclusion, homophobia can be experienced in different types and levels. Cultural Homophobia is the common type of homophobia of the sample. The only  fear they have is being sexually harassed. This also proves that sexuality does not inhibit one's ability to perform and to lead. The UP Varsity Teams are willing to work hand in hand with a gay or lesbian member, may be it be coaching staff or a player as well, towards one goal – winning. They only necessary requirement is professionalism.
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
