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Abstract


The paper determined the Achievement Motivation level in learning physical education among male and female students ( n = 599) with Christians and Muslims affiliation enrolled in Mindanao State University, Tawi-Twai College of Technology and Oceanography Preparatory High School (MSU-TCT Prep. H.S.) Bongao, Tawi-Tawi. This further determined the interaction of religion, sex and year level on the achievement motivation level of the students and compared the differences in achievement motivation between Muslims and Christians, between male and female, and year level of the students on the seven subscales of achievement motivation. The instrument used was the Achievement Motivation in Learning Physical Education Test (AMPET) composed of seven subscales (learning strategy, overcoming obstacle, diligence and seriousness, competence and motor ability,value of learning, anxiety stress causing situations, failure anxiety). The data were analyzed using ANOVA and Tukey test for multiple pairwise comparison. Based on the findings, Muslims and Christians students regardless of sex, and year level except for 1st year female Christians, tend to achieve success in physical education in all aspects of achievement motivation . There was an interaction on the level of achievement motivation of MSUC , TCTO Prep . H.S. Students in terms of religion, sex  and year level. Finally, based on the overall multiple comparison between Muslim and Christian students, Muslims had a higher tendency to achieve success in learning physical education.  The MSU TCTO Prep. H.S. Students scored positive on achievement motivation to learn physical education. They were generally in the high range in achieving success and avoiding failure. 


Studies on the characteristics and beliefs of Muslim and Christian in relation to physical education activities, on the programs that could bring about motivation among students to open opportunities in achieving their goals are highly recommended. The following steps would have to be taken into consideration : creation of peer -evaluation and/or group at the end of a particular session in order to determine strong and weak points of a certain activity that could provide the teachers and students a reference to where improvement should be mead; certain sets of standards in the evaluation must be followed to attain goals; systematic and practical guidelines should be drafted to serve as benchmarks for good performance. 
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
