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Abstract


The purpose of this study was to determine if a significant linear relationship exists between age and experience to a drag racer's total reaction time. Forty-five male race car drivers with a mean age of 28.52 ± 7.58 years old and rove a Honda Civic Hatchback Model were recruited in this study. The data on the driver's total reaction time was the average of the three best times of the driver in the day of the competition. The driver's experience was obtained from records and interviews of the number of events he participated in since he joined the Philippine Drag Racing Family Sport (PDRF). Correlation analysis between age and average total reaction time and experience was performed using SPSS version 10. The results obtained from the analysis showed that age and average total reaction time has an insignificant and weak relationship (r = -0.106). Experience and average total reaction time also had an insignificant correlation (r = -0.206). There is no sufficient evidence to conclude that age and experience influences a drag racer's average total reaction time.
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
