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Abstract


This study was undertaken to determine whether the service physical education programs for students of three physical education colleges in Northern Thailand meet desirable standards from the Department of Physical Education in Thailand with respect to the following five areas: 1. Philosophy of the service physical education programs; 2. Program of activities; 3. Equipment and Facilities Supporting the Programs; 4. Procedures for evaluation of learning; 5. Professional qualifications of teaching personnel.   The following research tools and procedures were utilized: 1. A developed rating scale administered  to students and physical education faculty members and heads of the colleges under the study; 2. A follow-up interview with the physical education faculty members and heads to gather information not covered in the rating scale; 3. An ocular survey conducted by the researcher, with the assistance of a surveyor who obtained the dimensions of the indoor and outdoor areas in order to determine whether they fulfilled prescribed Thai Physical Education Department standards.   The data obtained from the rating scale was analyzed through the application of a mathematical model specifically suited to the rating categories in the scale. This resulted in the determination of the “provision indexes” which were descriptive of the conditions in the different areas of the student's service physical education programs under study. 


The study made these findings :1. One college out of the three studied adequately provides the presentation and discussion of its departmental philosophy with the students; 2. Student's perception of service physical education objectives being fulfilled vary from school to school with only one meeting them adequately; 3. All three physical education colleges provide adequate program of activities, Thai 

Classical and Folk dancing; 4. Art and Crafts were not part of the recreational activities at all three colleges. All three offer Sword and Pole Fighting. 


In summary, one college provides adequate provisions of philosophy, activities, equipment and facilities, and professional qualifications for teachers. The other two colleges are inadequate in these areas.
