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Abstract

    
This study was designed to determine the perceived attitude of high school students towards physical education as a career for women. It involved one hundred ninety-two (n=192) female high school students enrolled in their 4th year during the school year 2002-2003 from two different schools, a public coeducational school (n=83) and a private coeducational (n=109). A 36-item questionnaire by Thurstone on the Attitude Towards Physical Education as a Career for  Women was utilized. Response for every item has an assigned value ranging from 1-5, where 1 - strongly disagree and 5- strongly agree. 

   
 Descriptive statistics was used to identify the attitude of the students. Students from the private school had quite a favorable attitude towards   physical education as a career for women. Students from the public school had an uncertain attitude towards physical education as a career from women.  However, both realized that physical education is essential for an individual's well being.

    
T-test done to compare the responses of the students form the two different schools showed a significant difference at (alpha sign) = .05. The null hypothesis that there is no significant difference in the attitudes towards physical education as a career form women between students from the private and public coeducational schools, was therefore, rejected. 

    
Further studies with a wider scope are recommended.
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
