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Abstract


This study seeks to compare the elementary physical education program of selected five private schools in Metro-Manila, and five selected public schools in San Juan. In 1982, the government established a program called PRODED, that adopted the New Elementary School Curriculum (NESC) as its core guide to raise the quality and efficiency of elementary education, reduce regional disparities, and improve the management capabilities of the system especially at the regional and sub-regional levels. This indeed seems to be a significant response of the government to man’s cry for equality and quality in education. However, the program has to be assessed in total or holistic terms, whereby its over-all improvement in educational quality of public schools will be viewed relative to the curriculum currently being used in private schools. In this regard, it is the researchers desire to compare the elementary educational programs of both private and public schools with respect to the physical education program of the Grade VI level only, for it is in such grade level that the child s assumed to have fully acquired the needed skills, attitudes, and knowledge necessary in the elementary level.


The study adapted the survey method for its design while using a questionnaire as its principal means of securing information.


The findings mostly accepted the study’s hypothesis of having no significant difference between elementary physical education programs of the selected private and public schools.


It is therefore showed, PRODED’s New Elementary School Curriculum’s thrust to raise the quality and efficiency of elementary education is effective in some aspects of a school’s physical education program.
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
