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Abstract


    
This study is about the concepts of sportsmanship among high school students. It seeks to determine the concepts of sportsmanship among high school students in Misamis Oriental General Comprehensive High School. 
    
    
he significance of this study lies in the context of values education among Filipino students as seen in terms of role sportsmanship. To determine the desired objectives of the study, a survey questionnaire was constructed and validated by the researcher.  The reliability of the instrument has a correlation coefficient of r = 0.83. This was administered to four hundred (400) students in the different year levels categorized as athletes and non-athletes. The said questionnaire was distributed in its final form, both in English and Filipino languages. The information gathered became the basis of this study. 
   
  
  As a cognitive test, the  study solicited the respondents knowledge on the concept of sportsmanship and their awareness on practices related to sportsmanship by means of the following: open-ended and close-ended questions; statements on concepts which students were asked to rate on a true or false basis; and, alternate multiple situations to elicit respondent reactions. 

  
 In this study, the idea of sportsmanship has seven (7) components, namely: courtesy, courage, respect, honesty, self-discipline, tolerance, and generosity. The students responses on the concepts were grouped according to similarities  of perceptions. The sources of the students concepts of sportsmanship were ranked in terms of frequency of choice by adding the total scores of each source from first to fourth year levels. 
    
  
 Their awareness on practices related to good sportsmanship and their choices of courses of actions in various game situations were obtained  separately by summing up the scores of both positive and negative responses of the statements in each instruments on awareness and practice that characterize sportsmanship. 

   
 From the said data, the students responses in the different year levels, and among athletes and non-athletes were also obtained by summing up the results of each component in both instruments. These were ranked according to the highest and the lowest percentage of responses.

   

 The findings showed that the students' concept and practice of sportsmanship is relatively vague, an indication that the concept was not fully understood. Perhaps, the most important thing to highlight is that much is wanting in terms of the internalization of sportsmanship on the part of the students. As to the students'  source of the concept of sportsmanship, physical education classes stood out to be the dominant source. Underscored here is the vital role of physical education teachers in developing student's  deeper awareness of sportsmanship.

   
 This study contributes to the local literature on student's concept of sportsmanship. It can be used as a basis for enhancing the teaching of sportsmanship, along with other physical education values and skills. 
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
