CONSTRUCTION AND VALIDATION OF A SERVICE SKILL TEST IN SEPAK TAKRAW

Abstract

The purpose of the study was to construct a practical field test to measure service skill in sepaktaktraw. This study aimed to determine the reliability and validity of the developed Sepaktakraw

service skill test. The test- retest method was used in this study to determine there reliability of the test, while construct validity ( employing the known group difference method or contrasting group s) was applied to establish the validity of the sepaktakraw service skill test. The reliability of the test was computed by the Pearson- Moment Correlation coefficient. The best score of the first test was

correlated with the best score of the retest. The resulting correlation  coefficient was .58. This revealed that there was a significant relationship between the best score of the first test and the best score

of the retest. The validity of the developed test was computed by the Chi- square for 2x2 table. The obtained value of the Chi-square was 26.8, significantly differentiating those who passed or failed the test. The results indicated that the test developed to measure service skill in Sepaktakraw is reliable and valid. 
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
