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Abstract


The purpose of this study was to establish the percentile rankings of scores made by athletes of randomly selected secondary schools in Metro Manila on a battery of tests based on McCloy's General Motor Achievement Tests.  Twelve percent of the total 228 secondary schools in operation in Metro Manila during the school year 1979-1980 represented this study.  Out of 764 athletes( women's Basketball, Volleyball, Swimming, Table Tennis, Lawn Tennis, and gymnastics; men's Basketball, Volleyball, Softball, Baseball, Track-and-Field, Badminton, Swimming, Soccer, Table Tennis, Gymnastics, Lawn Tennis, Weightlifting and Boxing teams), a total of 632 (381 males and 251 females ) completed the battery of tests administered to them. A battery of tests based on McCloy's General Motor Achievement Tests for boys and girls were administered to determine motor achievement. The battery of tests for boys consisted of 50 m sprint, shot put (16 pound shot), standing broad jump, running high jump and pull-ups. For girls, the battery of tests consisted of 50 m sprint, shot put (8 pound shot), standing broad jump, and modified pull ups.   Test results were sent to the University of the Philippines Computer Center for IBM Computation of percentiles, means and standard deviations. 


Findings suggested that age and sex are factors which affect several skill performances of male and female secondary athletes. On the average, older athletes perform better than younger ones and male athletes perform better than female athletes. 
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
