        Horseracing has been around for centuries but little has been known about the sport. Furthermore, research done on neither horses nor jockeys is very few abroad and none conducted in the country. This is one reason why this research has been done, to determine grip-strength of racehorse jockeys in the country and to test if there was any relationship regarding their grip strength to the classification they belong to, age, weight and years of experience. Out of 134 jockeys licensed and classified by the Philippine Racing Commission, 79 jockeys were tested. They were measured using a hand dynamometer and the man of both hands were gathered. Results of the study revealed the there was no significant
relationship between grip strength & classification of jockeys. In addition to  this, there has no significant relationship with their age & years of experience as professionals. It is thus recommended to have a better means of criteria of classifying jockeys. Classifying based on income has no basis if the individual performs well or not. It is only a mere grouping of jockeys with the same annual income. 
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
