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Abstract


Professional Horse Racing in the Philippines has a high number of injuries. Not many studies have been published o this sport. This study gathers data regarding horse racing related injuries through a survey form. A list of claims from the insurance company helped track down jockeys who have had injuries. A race track clinic record also provided more data. A total of sixty four (64) names came out in the insurance company’s list. Of the sixty four jockeys the researcher was able to administer the survey to fifty (50). A total number of seventy one (71) injuries were noted. A diagram of the human body was presented, and jockeys were asked to mark the areas they had been injured. The study points out the most common injury in the Philippine horse racing. It is recommended that further research look into the protective gear used by the jockey and the safety around the race track. 
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
