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Abstract


The study examined the difference in athletes’ intrinsic motivation among scholars and non-scholars with respect to gender . The subjects of the study was varsity athletes (N=97) from a variety of sports in  University of the Philippines Diliman.  Seventy three of them are athletes  that received scholarship at the time of study while twenty four of  them are non-scholars. Intrinsic motivation was assessed using the Intrinsic Motivation Inventory ( IMI) developed by the Rochester Motivation Research grouping 1982. IMI is a multidimensional measurement device that assesses participants’ subjective experience related to the activity. It is composed of five subscale – interest/enjoyment, perceived competence, perceived choice, effort and pressure tension. Multivariance Analysis of Variance (MANOVA)  revealed motivation towards their sports participation . Gender does not also interact with the levels of intrinsic motivation. These findings are discussed from a cognitive evaluation perspective that focuses on the effects of rewards on the underlying dimensions of intrinsic motivation. 
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
