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Abstract
This study was to designed to determine the level of intrinsic participation motives of the wheelchair bound high school students enrolled at the National Orthopedic Hospital School for the Crippled Children (NOH-CC). The specific objectives of this study were to: (1) compare intrinsic motivation levels among subjects (2) determine relationship between age and intrinsic motivation and (3) determine correlation among intrinsic motivation sub scales.

The subjects were all wheelchair bound high school students (first year, second year, third year and fourth year) at the NOH-CC enrolled for the school year 2002-2003 (n=24). Participants were given the Intrinsic Motivation Inventory (IMI), a 25-item activity perception questionnaire which measured the subjects' interest/enjoyment, value/usefulness and perceived choice.

Kruskall Wallis one-way ANOVA was used to compare the difference among year levels on their intrinsic motivation. Pearson Correlation was used to determine the relationship of age and intrinsic motivation and the relationship among intrinsic motivation sub scales. Hypotheses were tested at alpha=.05.

It was concluded that (1) the level of intrinsic participation motives were high (2) intrinsic motivation of students from first year up to fourth year high school was of the same level across intrinsic motivators (3) age of students had no significant relationship with intrinsic motivation (4) there was a positive significant relationship among intrinsic motivation sub factors: interest/enjoyment, value/usefulness and perceived choice.

This research could be expanded in scope considering a bigger sample and wider age range.
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
