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Abstract


Using the Stata data analysis and statistical software, all winning basketball game statistics (n = 56) from the elimination round of the University Athletic Association of the Philippines (UAAP) 70th  season were used for investigation. The study aims to identify the common significant factors that the basketball teams exhibited to win their elimination games. The available variables that were part of the regression analysis are three point conversions, two point conversions,  free throws, defensive rebounds, offensive rebounds,  second chance points, turnover points, turnovers, assists, steals , blocks, fast break points, fast break attempts, starter points, and bench points. Using the stepwise function of the Stata software, all insignificant factors were removed. Only four variables remained insignificant, where the results show that for every one percent increase in total starter points, there is .54 percent increase in the final winning score. One percent increase in total bench points will increase .39 percent in the final winning score.  .044 percent and .033 percent increase in the final winning score for every one percent raise in the total offensive and defensive rebounds respectively. The results of the study suggest basketball scoring efficiency and the importance of every ball possession. 
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
