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Abstract


This study identified the local jobs available for Bachelor of Sports Science (BSS) graduates recommended by selected BSS alumni, to serve as a reference for students who are thinking of and are taking up the course. UP CHK can also refer to this study as feedback on the methods and ideas of instruction. For BSS graduates from at least five years ago, a total of fourteen alumni were interviewed to represent the whole population. The interviews consisted of open-ended questions about the respondents' recommendations for BSS graduates regarding local opportunities. Direct quotations were the units of analysis. The respondents cited their interest in sports and the appeal of BSS as a pre-medical course as their reasons for choosing the course, although most of the m (71%) did not envision themselves in their current jobs. The highest local opportunities suggested (57% each): athletic training, teaching, and further studies. The knowledge gained  in BSS was most mentioned as the benefit of the course, followed by a graduate's versatility. The most apparent goal of a BSS graduate goal after graduation was the improvement of health and fitness in both athletes and non-athletes, followed by the improvement of sport through athletic training. A significant percentage (57%) mentioned that BSS needs to be supplemented by further studies. 
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
