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Abstract


The primary objective of this paper was to construct a percentile norms for the height and weight of the University of the Philippines college freshmen, ages 16-18. In this study, 2400 UP college freshmen (1969-1972) were measured in height and weight. 


Results of the data showed that: 1. Percentile norms were constructed for the height and weight of 1969 and 1972 U.P. college freshman , both men and women, ages 16-18; 2. In 1972, the mean values for height and weight of male freshman  (age,weight,height) : 16, 117 lbs., 67.5 inches; 17, 117 lbs, 65.7; 18, 117, 66. For female: 16, 102, 61.4; 17, 104, 61.5; 18, 103, 61.4 ;  3. In 1969, the corresponding mean values were: males : 16,111, 65.5; 17, 115, 65.6; 18,122, 65.8. For females: 16,101, 61.2; 17, 113, 61.2; 18, 111, 61.7 . 
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
