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Abstract

The main purpose of the study was to determine the significant relationship between personality and performance among U.P. Male varsity chess players. Specifically, the classification of the personality type of the subjects as either introvert or extrovert, and the correlation between their personality type and their winning percentage were determined.

Fifteen (N=15) male varsity chess players of the University of the Philipines Diliman were selected to serve as subjects in the study with five (5) players or one player on each board who competed in the UAAP last Season, and the training team with ten (10) players who challenged each other in the training sessions.

A personality test called the Personal Style Inventory by Hogan and Champagne was administered to the subjects. In order to determine if there was no significant relationship between  the introversion-extroversion of their subjects and their winning percentage, the data were subjected to Pearson correlation coefficient. An alpha level of .05 was used to test the null hypothesis.

Results indicated that 1) Majority of the male varsity chess players of U.P. Scored higher in extroversion than introversion; and 2) the correlation between the introversion score and the winning percentage of the subjects was very weak. In conclusion, the UP Chess Team homogeneous profile of players and there was no significant relationship between the introversion-extroversion of the players and their winning percentage.
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
