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Abstract


The purpose of this study was to determine if point spread affects the frequency of calls made by the referees by comparing two game types: tight and non-tight ball games. In the 84 games of the 71st  Season of the UAAP second round elimination of all divisions, it was revealed that from the frequencies of defensive fouls, offensive fouls, violations (ball-handling, line and clock) and technical fouls, only the frequency of technical fouls were significantly affected by the point spread.  Independent sample t-test comparing technical fouls resulted to a 2-tailed significance of 0.037. The greater the point spread, the greater the number of technical fouls. Recommendations for this research on methodological issues, specifically the selection of subjects and inclusion of more call categories. 
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
