PUBLIC PERCEPTION ON SPORTS SCIENCE

Abstact


As it is the case with other qualitative researches, descriptive and qualitative manes were used all throughout the data collection, data analysis, and drawing of conclusions. Students from the CHK and other colleges within UP Diliman offering udergraduate degrees served as the respondents for this research. They were purposefully selected to answer a prepared questionnaire which went through face validity. Each unit is represented by 30 subjects. A total of 570 respondents coming from the 18 different units were divided into the SS and Non-SS groups. On the whole, there seems to be a skewed perception on Sports Science which could be attributed to the lack of information on the field. Although general awareness is not the biggest problem that should be faced, the bigger concern is the precision of information available to the public about Sports Science. Sports Science is seen by 274 (50.74%) of the community as the same as Physical Education. 430 respondents (79.63%) believe that it falls under Science and Technology Cluster when in fact it belongs to the Arts and Letters Cluster. The biggest portion (53.33%) of Sports Science majors believe that Sports Science is a pre-medical course before any other reason and chose the course because of the same rationale. Also, Sports Science Majors were primarily made aware about the course through the College Application Form. Moreover, there is a huge amount of confusion on what students in Sports Science should be doing after they graduate. Among the top associated professions based on ranking were being a Physician, a Physical Therapist, a P.E. Teacher, and a Sports Manager. Furthermore, a significant number of respondents from the SS and Non-SS groups (16.67% and 25.93%) believe that there is no need for Sports Science Majors in the Philippines and that it is not a good undergraduate course to secure a good living (33% and 45.37%  respectively). All these are highly linked to the fact that SS (83.15%) and Non-SS(86.67%) respondents believe that there is not enough information about Sports Science. 
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
