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Abstract


Members of high school basketball varsity teams (n =39) in five Quezon City schools were surveyed to determine the qualities of start athletes. These qualities were divided under two categories: talent, and regardless of talent. Talent surfaced as the more dominanty quality. Next to talent, the qualities reported to be necessary were leadership qualities, psychological qualities, personal qualities or values, physical qualities, sociological qualities, and religion. Synthesis of the results and findings of this sutdy supports Rosen's theory of stardom, which states that stardom relies on the difference of talent, and is more applicable to the emergence of star athletes.
