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Abstract

    

The study aimed at determining  the scholarship status in relation to intrinsic motivation and motivational climate of high school athletes. Thirty-one (31) athletes, twenty-two (22) males and nine (9) females, of the Benidictine International School of Quezon City that participated in the different athletic leagues for the Academic Year 2004-2005 accomplished the Intrinsic Motivation Inventory (IMI) and Perceived Motivational Climate in Sports Questionnaire (PMCSQ). Descriptive statistics mean, standard deviation, MANOVA and Pearson r Correlation were utilized to analyze all the data gathered. 

    
Results of the study indicated that there is a significant relationship between scholarship status and effort-importance subscale of intrinsic motivation and performance motivational climate among high school athletes. Emphasis is given to the relationship between motivational climate and intrinsic motivation. 

    
These findings showed that there is no significant relationship between mastery motivational climate and intrinsic motivation subscales ( interest-enjoyment, perceived competence, and tension-pressure) of the Benedictine International School of Quezon City high school athletes of the Academic Year 2004-2005. This result suggests that coaches should make clear to the team the goals objectives. Giving each athlete a perspective of what is expected. Such understanding contributes to develop ways a couch could promote a suitable motivational climate for his/her team as well as how his behavior could affect individual athlete's performance. A similar study may be conducted to further evaluate the relationship of the two factors. 
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
