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Abstract

   
The study aimed to present and trace the processes that were used to translate the play, " Ang Paglalakbay ni Sisa" to the ballet, "Sisa". These processes include the creative processes and the production processes. The creative processes involved : the adaptation of the play,  " Ang Paglalakbay ni Sisa."; The construction of a dance libretto; the choice of appropriate music for the prologue and dance sequences of the ballet; the choreography of the ballet which would bring forth in dance form the consequences of a reincarnated Sisa; and the discussion of the aspects of production design (costumes, set and lighting) given the budget of the three thousand pesos alloted by the University Committee on Cultural Presentations. The production process involved: the casting from among the members of the University of the Philippines Filipiniana Dance Group; the scheduling of rehearsals that would take into consideration the particular situtation of the members of the University of the Philippines Filipiniana Dance Group; the stating of "Sisa" on a specified date at the University Theater. 

   
 As the conluding statement of this study, the final "huwag" of Sisa which is two pronged. For the citizenry, the appeal is to shun complacency and silence.  involvement and subsequent action for every citizen is the vital link to a nation's progress.  For the younger and the next generation's leaders in dance, a realization and commitment to one of the important functions in dance is indicated.  Dance is and should be a vehicle for social affirmation. 
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
