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Abstract

    This study provided an information on the extent of sports involvement of a community-based college faculty and staff. The respondents of the study were the faculty and non-teaching personnel (n = 196; Faculty: 88; Staff :108) of Cotabato Foundation College of Science and Technology (CFCST).  They answered a researcher-developed questionnaire adapted from the instruments utilized by Snyder and Spreitzer.  Coefficient correlation was computed to determine the relationship between any two of the three dimensions of sports involvement among faculty and among staff by using the Microstat software. Generally, the faculty and staff have less involvement in terms of behavioral dimension. Affectively, their feelings towards sports are favorable.  Their responses on the statements about sports manifest their belief that sports is important and of value to an individual and the community. Their knowledge on the rules, scoring system and their familiarities in some sports personalities is average.  The behavioral sports involvement of the faculty and staff has no significant difference.  Also, there is no significant relationship between behavioral dimension and affective dimension.  Lastly, not any two dimension of sports involvement among staff is significantly related.  Further studies concerning sports involvement on a nationwide scale with respondents from both urban and rural areas is highly recommended. 
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
