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ABSTRACT


The study is about the perception of sports science majors on their curriculum. The data gathered were analyzed according to the different variables, specifically the gender, the curriculum the student is enrolled in (pre-Revised General Education Plan or Revised General Education Plan), and the different year level groups. The career choices were also presented and analyzed with respect to gender, kind of curriculum, and different year level groups.


Results showed that there were no significant differences on the perception of the students between the male and female respondents, between students who are in the Revised General Education Plan (RGEP) and the pre-RGEP curriculum, and between the different year level groups. Also, Sports Science students perceive their curriculum as “average”. The study also showed that the students in the pre-RGEP curriculum would more likely become Certified Sports Professional than the students in the RGEP curriculum. Also, females respondents would have a high probability of having a career in the fitness center setting, while male respondents would possibly be coaches in organized sports, Lastly, the results showed that the frequency that students choose careers in Medicine and Medical Allied professions decreased as year level increases. The frequency of the students choosing careers in being Certified Sports Professional, in Academic Institutions, and Coaching in Organized Sports on the other hand, increased as year level increased.


It is recommended that further exposure of the students to the different fields be done, so that further studies be made on the research. Different questionnaires to measure the perception of Sports Science majors towards their curriculum must be developed. Also, it is recommended to consider the Student Evaluation of Teachers (SET), as it evaluates what really happens in the classroom. And the evaluation of all the different subjects in the curriculum can be a big help to obtain a clearer picture on the specific fields in the curriculum.
