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Abstract


The paper aimed to find out how the College of Human Kinetics students perceive the college's programs in these three aspects: Curriculum, Teachers and the Admission policies. This paper also attempted to find out the students' subject preferences that are required in the undergraduate curriculum.  The respondents were thirty (30) male and female students currently enrolled in the undergraduate programs and who are in different year levels. The students were asked to answer a questionnaire. 


Based on the findings of the study, the following conclusions were derived:

1. Regarding the curriculum, item number 11 “Subjects required are relevant to course objectives” was rated the lowest, the overall mean score still reflected a favorable response from the students; 2. Regarding the teachers, item number 5” Teachers meet the objectives of the course” was rated the lowest, the overall mean score also showed a favorable response from the students; 3. The students' response towards the admission policies showed a favorable response in all the items; 4. With regards to the students' subject preferences, the Human Kinetics subject preferred by most of the students which is common in all the Human Kinetics curriculum is Human Kinetics 112 -Anatomy and Physiology 1 ;5. The least preferred science subject by most of the students is Mathematics. 
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
