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Abstract


This study was the first attempt undertaken by the author to stage a full-length dance production based on the culture of the Muslims in Mindanao.   Five methods of study were employed in this work to arrive at the production thesis: 1. Historical method; 2. The interview method; 3. The observation and participation method; 4. The use of brochure and souvenir programs, and the transcription method.  The subjects (informants , performers, production staff) were employed in the realization of the study. 


In summary, the dance production depicts : 1. The Muslim and their culture; 2. Islam Religion in the Philippines; Marriage practices and marital problems of the Muslims; 3. Muslim law making body; 4. Muslim dances, and; 5 . Muslim Tribal beliefs.
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
