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Abstract


This study aimed to determine the level of group cohesion of the university men's and women's football team. And thus, determine the cohesion scores of the tow football teams in each of the subscale of cohesion (ATG-T, ATG-S, GI-T, GI-S) . It will only measure the level of cohesion of the university men's and women's football team. This would be focused on the university men's and women's football team as the subject, and would be limited from the current players of the teams for the season 69th (2006 – 2007). The subjects were 20 men and 20 women from the respective teams.



Results show that the scores that the team got in each subscales are as follows. For the mea's team, the normative (%) in (ATG-S) = 7, (ATG-T) = 65, (GI-S) = 95, (GI-T) = 35. On the other hand, the women's team got (ATG-S) = 70, (ATG-T) = 50, (GI-S) = 95, (GI-T) = 15.

Based on the findings in the study, both men's and  women's football team scored high in the social (ATG-S) and (GI-T) subscales. It showed that members of both teams cohere more with each other as a group and get along with individually; compared to the aspect of individual attraction within the team as a whole around the group's task.
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
