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Abstract


The purpose of this study was to determine the attitude of female freshmen students in the University of the Philippines System at Diliman and Los Baños toward selected traditionally masculine sports specifically, basketball, arnis, boxing, judo, soccer, chess, karate, and billiard. A sample of the University of the Philippines System at Diliman and Los Baños female freshmen enrolled during the second semester of 1974-1975 was selected as subjects for the study. Analysis of the data indicated the following:

1. Female freshmen students of both Diliman and Los Baños have favorable attitude towards traditionally masculine sports with Los Baños  showing a more favorable attitude.

2. In general, all sports elicited favorable response from the subjects. However, there were certain sports which were highly and consistently favored such as, basketball, soccer, judo, and karate. On the other hand, arnis, billiard, chess, and boxing were less favored. 


It was recommended that the scale developed be applied to a bigger scale and also utilized as a tool for the assessment of attitude changes in service sports classes.
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
