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Abstract


The purpose of the study was to determine the attitude of the athletes and non-athletes in the University of the Philippines towards sports competition.  The Wear Physical Education Scale was administered to 40 athletes and 40 non-athletes from the University of the Philippines 1981-1982. 


Based on the findings of this study, the writer arrived at the following conclusions: 1. The attitude towards sports competition of athletes and non-athletes in the University of the Philippines is generally favorable or positive;2. A significant difference in attitude is more favorable in female than in male. It is implied therefore, that the attitude towards sports competition of athlete and non-athletes in the University of the Philippines has positively progressed in females;3. Despite the findings, that generally, the athletes and non-athletes in the University of the Philippines at Diliman, both males and females showed a positive attitude towards sports competition, enhancing the sports competition program and equipment is suggested.
