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Abstract

    
The study aimed to determine the group cohesion level of the Philippine Men's Water Polo Team, who are currently preparing for South East Asian Games in Hanoi, Vietnam, using the Group Environment Questionnaire (GEQ) . Descriptive Statistics, Pearson Product Moment Correlation, and T-test were used to analyze the data particularly in determining the level of cohesion and its relationship with age, training experience, classification and residency of team members; the differences between Philippine Sports Commission (PSC) dormers and Non-PSC dormers, and differences between national and training pool  players in terms of their level of cohesion. 

    
Findings showed that Group Integration -Task (GIT) and residency have indirect relationship at alpha .05 and beyond. Age and training experience, GEQ and GIT,  GEQ and Group Integration-Social (GIS) , GEQ and Interpersonal Attraction to Group-Task (ATGT), GEQ and Interpersonal Attractions to Group-Social (ATGS) and , ATGT and ATGS have direct relationships which were significant at 5% and beyond. GIT and residency have an indirect relationship at .05 alpha and beyond. GIS and GIT , as well as ATGT and GIS were found to have direct relationship at alpha .05. The null hypothesis Ho1 was rejected. There is no significant difference in the GI-S, ATG-T and ATG-S. Thus, the null Ho2 was accepted. On the other hand, it is found that there is a significant difference in  GI-T at alpha .05. Thus, the Ho2 was rejected. There is no significant difference in PSC Dormers and Non-PSC Dormers in GI-S, ATGT and ATG-S.  Thus the Ho2 was accepted. However, there is a significant difference in the GI-T at alpha = .05 and beyond. Thus, the null Ho2 was rejected. 

Based on the findings, the Philippine Men's Water Polo Team scored moderate in their perception of their group cohesion. The training pool and the PSC dormers had low perceptions in their similarity and closeness and bonding towards their participation in the group task as compared to the national team members and non-PSC dormers.


    
The Philippine Sports Commission should provide more room for social interaction, team building and counseling among teams and its members, both national and training pool players; PSC dormer or non-PSC dormer. Further studies should be done with cohesion and its relationship to different variables in the Philippine Setting. Also, it would be better to include other teams and gender for more interesting comparison.
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
