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Abstract


This study was designed to trace the historical development of the dual athletic meet between the University of the Philippines and Silliman University and analyze its role in the promotion of sports and athletics.  The historical method was used in this study with documentary analysis and personal interviews as major tools. The analysis of documents, personal interviews with selected officials, coaches, faculty members of the University of the Philippines and Silliman University, and participants of the dual meet provided the data for this study. 


The following findings were gathered from the study: 1.  The dual athletic meet between the University of the Philippines and Siliman University was conceived purely as a friendly competition. It started in 1922 and ended in 1968 with the declaration of  moratorium. It also included social as well as cultural activities; 2. the study revealed that the objectives of the dual athletic meet were to develop the spirit of friendly competition between the two institutions and to development the highest ideals of sportsmanship; 3. The people responsible for the inauguration  of the dual athletic meet between the two institutions were Rve. Paul Doltz, Mr. Henry Roy Bell, and David Hibbard of Silliman University and Professor Herman W. Reynolds, Dr. Regino Ylanan, and Dr. Guy Potter Benton of the University of the Philippines; 4.  The dual athletic meet contributed in the promotion of sports in the country for having trained a number of outstanding athletes, leaders, and teachers in sports.
