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Abstract

   
 The purpose of this study was to identify the leisure needs and behavior of Barangay San Agustin, Baybay, Leyte, Specifically, it sought to identify the activities rural folks participate in during their leisure time including the recreation facilities and equipment in their communities and to determine the needs of community in terms of leisure. 

   
 The subjects involved in the study were the male and female residents (9 and  above age group) of Barangay San Agustin, Baybay, Leyte belonging to different sectors: school children, out-of-school youth, employed and unemployed, senior citizens, fisherfolks, and farmers who were randomly selected.
    
   
 This study adopted a descriptive survey research method in gathering pertinent data from the villagers. Interviews, survey questionnaire and the participatory approach were utilized. 

    The following results and conclusions were generated from the study:

    1. Leisure activities of the rural folks are as follows : listening to the radio, 
       watching telivision, strolling, reading magazines, comics, books, dancing
       playing voleyball, basketball, attending seminars, sing-a-long, dine-out with 
       friends, relaxing at the sala or "purok", "stand-by", social drinking, biking
       playing cards (tong-its, sikitcha, solitaire),  bingo, house chores, "masiao",
       billiard, "syatong", domino, majong, cockfighting, and swimming at the 
       beach or river.

    2. The villagers reflected different kinds of leisure needs: social-related needs,
        the need to be with family members, the need to relax or what they wanted
        to do, the need to gain self-confidence, and the need to augment the 
        economic stats of every barrio folk.

    It is recommended that the Barangay Council, Sangguniang Kabataan, community school, and the family should work together to strengthen relationships among its constituents and sponsor community leisure activities and volunteer-based   programs to help build self-esteem and a sense of community belongingness and community life satisfaction.
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
