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Abstract


The study aimed to determine the perceptual motor-achievement levels of the Grade III pupils in the New Elementary School Curriculum of selected schools in Iligan City Division.   Two hundred forty-seven Grade III pupils and eight teachers from eight selected schools participated in the study.  The pupil's profile were determined through the use of a researcher-developed questionnaires and interviews. The Fisher Motor Performance Test was used to determine the perceptual-motor achievement of the pupils. Statistical tools used were analysis of variance, regression equation, chi-square, and the coefficient of variation. 


Results showed that pupils in the rural schools with PE teachers with training in physical education showed higher perceptual-motor achievement than the pupils with PE teachers without training in physical education; Male pupils in the urban schools with PE teachers with training in physical education showed higher perceptual motor achievement than their female counterparts, likewise with the male pupils in the urban schools with PE teachers without training in physical education; Male and female pupils in the urban schools with PE teachers with and without training in physical education, and pupils in the rural and urban schools with PE teachers without training in physical education, have the same level of perceptual-motor achievement; The educational attainment of both parents have no significant effect on the perceptual-motor achievement levels of the pupils in both the rural and urban schools; Family income has no significant relationship with the perceptual-motor achievement of pupils;lastly, family income and perceptual-motor achievement of the pupils are independent to each other. 
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
