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Abstract


    
The study aimed to determine the reliability of dart throwing test as measure of eye-hand coordination skill. The study also determined the relationship of the performance in dart throwing test with the performance in basketball throw for accuracy, overhand throw for accuracy and volleyball serving tests. 


  
  A total 535 male female students representing 50 percent of the total enrolled male and female students in the first year to fourth year secondary and first year technical curricula of the Western Visayas College of Science and Technology were randomly selected as participants. The were divided into three age groups namely; 12-14 years old, 15-17 years old, and 18-20 years old. 

    
An 18-inch, 5-band bullseye target and brass darts were used in measuring in measuring the eye-hand coordination skill of the students. A test-retest was undertaken by the three age groups to determine the reliability of the instrument. The instruments  and subjects specified by the respective authors in basketball throw, overhand throw, and volleyball serving tests were used. 

    
he reliability of dart throwing test was determined by an Intraclass Correlation Coefficient (R) using One Way Analysis of Variance (ANOVA). The relationship between the performance in dart throwing test and the performance in basketball throw for accuracy, overhand throw for accuracy, and volleyball serving tests was determined by the Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coeffecient (Pearson r). 

    
The result of the study showed that the Intraclass Correlation Coefficient range from R = 0.85 to R = 0.91. This result proved that dart throwing test is a very reliable measure of eye-hand coordination skill of 12 to 20 years old male and female students. The result further indicated that the Pearson r ranged from r= 0.6147 to r = 0.8956 which were found to be highly significant at alpha = 0.05. This simply means that dart throwing test is related to three point skill tests stated above. 
    
   
 Based on the result, it is therefore recommended that dart throwing to determine the extent of the reliability of dart throwing test in younger students. This will provide a less expensive, easy to conduct, and less space consuming but reliable testing instrument for measuring eye-hand coordination skill. 
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
