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Abstract


This study aimed to trace the events from 1985-2005 that have made the College of Human Kinetics what it is today. Data was gathered through the use of interviews with former and current deans of the UP College of Human Kinetics. Written material were also gathered at the College of Human Kinetics Administrative Office, University Archives at the UP Main Library and the UC Publications/Secretariat at the Office of the University Registrar. Historical highlights of the events of the College of Human Kinteics include: the changing of the name SPEAR to CHK; the institution of Bachelor of Sports Science program; curricular revisions to undergraduate and graduate programs; the promotion of the college through the use of seminars; and the move to improve sports programs in the university.  It is recommended that more studies on the human movement sciences in the Philippines setting be conducted to fully appreciate and understand the effect of the College of Human Kinetics in the Philippines. 
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
