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Abstract


This study determined the professions and undertakings of BSS  graduates to address the need of BSS  students to know their options after graduating from BSS and serve as feedback to UP CHK. Sixty five BSS graduates were randomly chosen from different clusters, which were based on their date of graduation, to represent the whole population. The subjects were interviewed to answer five open-ended questions about their jobs and undertakings. The number  of times a job or undertaking occurred was used for analysis. The highest percentage (37%) of BSS graduates were into sports-related field category. Top three sports-related jobs were coaching (21%), personal training (19%), and sports management (19%). Next to sports-related field, 21% went to the unrelated fields, 18% went to teaching, 12%  went to medicine, and 12% went to study. 
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
