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Abstract


The purpose of this study was to determine the factors that best predicted winning in the University Athletic Association of the Philippines (UAAP) Men's Basketball Senior Division for Season 70. Using data from the elimination round of the 70th UAAP Season found in the archives of Ubelt.com, variables that include basic game statistics were analyzed. A total of twenty variables were analyzed employing multiple regression analysis using the Stata Data Analysis and Statistical Software. However, due to high linear relationship that existed among some variables, other variables were dropped by the software to avoide the familiar problem of multicollinearity. The process left seven explanatory variables, which included total team rebounds, total team assists, total team fouls, total opponent's points, total opponent's rebounds and total opponent's assists and were again, analyzed using multiple regression analysis. The analysis revealed that for the 70th season of the UAAP, there were four significant factors affecting team's winning percentage, the team's points and the points they allowed, and the team's assists and assists they allowed. The findings suggest and only affirm the basic objective in basketball is for teams to be successful, teams should be efficient in defense, by limiting the number of points of the opposing teams and being proficient in the offensive end, by scoring more points than the opposing team. The findings also imply that assists were vital in increasing the chances of winning for teams, suggesting that team style that were team-play in nature or strategies that allow more teamwork resulted to success among teams. 
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
